Arizona tax law provides a tax credit for contributions made to 

certain organizations that provide  assistance to the working 

poor. Please consider our elderly, disabled, and low income in-

dividuals when making the decision on where your tax dollars 

can help the most.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS: 

What does the Round Valley Senior Center do to help the people in my community? 
The Round Valley Senior Center helps senior citizens, low income and disabled individuals to 
achieve and maintain self-sufficiency with dignity. We have been 
providing meals, utility assistance, case management, transporta-
tion, education, food commodities, and other services for those 
who are most vulnerable throughout the Round Valley Community 
for over 30 years.   
We are a lifeline for hundreds of local residents. 
 

Am I eligible to receive tax credit?  
In prior years, you were required to itemize your return to claim the 
credit, but starting in 2013, any individual who files Arizona State 
Taxes is eligible to receive the Arizona Working Poor Tax Credit. 
 

How much can I give? 
You can now donate up to $400 for a single person or $800 per 
married couple per year to receive the tax credit. This will reduce 
your State Tax Liability with a dollar-for-dollar credit. 
 

Can I take this tax credit and the school tax credit?    
Yes.  The School Tax Credit and Charitable Contribution Credit are 
two separate credits.  You can take both credits on your Arizona 
Taxes. 
 

When is the last date to make my donation? 
Beginning with the 2016 tax year, credit eligible contributions made to a Qualifying Charitable 
Organization that are made on or before April 15th may be applied to either the current or the 
preceding taxable year.
